ARTICLE 1 
NAME AND COLORS

 SECTION 1:  The name of this club shall be the Colorado Automobile Racing Club, Inc., a non-profit corporation of the State of Colorado.

SECTION 2:   The official colors of the club shall be red and white.

ARTICLE II

OBJECTIVES

SECTION 1:
The objectives of this club shall be:

(a) To conduct honest, clean, profitable automobile racing worthy of public confidence and support.

(b) To offer to all enthusiasts of the sport, a common place of discussion and activity.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1:   QUALIFICATIONS

(a) All applicants for membership must have an interest in the purposes of this club and be willing to abide by the By-Laws and Rules of Racing of this Corporation.

(b) Membership shall be limited to persons who have reached the age of sixteen (16) years.  Any applicant having reached the age of 16 years, but not the age of twenty-one (21) years shall be granted membership upon presentation to the Secretary of the Club, a waiver and release signed by his/her parents or legal guardian, duly subscribed and sworn to be such parents or legal guardian before a Notary Public.  All members must duly execute and file with the Secretary, a waiver and release prior to being allowed to participate in any capacity, in any race meet sanctioned by the Club.

(c) Members who have not reached the age of sixteen (16) years will not be permitted to drive modified class cars, provided that prevailing track rules pertaining to age do not conflict.  Inexperienced drivers shall be afforded training, at the discretion of the C.A.R.C. Board of Directors, by persons with experience driving modified cars.  Members who have not reached the age of twenty-one (21) will not be allowed to serve on the Executive Board of the C.A.R.C., Inc.
(d) In order to be eligible to vote in any election, you must be a member prior to June 1st of the current year.  Anyone having joined by June 1st is considered to be a member from January 1st of that year.  (Effective January 1, 2007)

NOTE:
This change is made to coincide with change to By-Law Article III, Section 3 Paragraph F pertaining to definition of fiscal year.

SECTION 2:
CLASSIFICATIONS OF MEMBERSHIP

(a) Membership shall be five (5) classes:

1. Active

2. Honorary

3. Charter

4. Lifetime

(b) Active membership shall be granted to those who are qualified as stated in Section 1 and who have paid their annual dues according to the amount set forth in the current C.A.R.C. Rules Book.  Said annual dues are payable at the time of application for membership and shall therefore be renewed annually.

(c) Honorary membership may also be classified as Complimentary Membership,
and is to be awarded only on an annual basis to such persons as it is customary with the Club to exchange or grant this formal courtesy.  This classification of membership shall carry with it all of the privileges of an active membership except that it shall not allow the holder to vote or hold office unless the holder is otherwise qualified to do so as stated in  Paragraph (f) of this section.
(d) Charter members are those accorded only the special recognition of having been originally named on the Charter of the Colorado Automobile Racing Club, Inc.  Members in this class shall have none of the privileges of the Club extended to them unless qualified to receive same under another of the class’s outlines in this section.

(e) Lifetime membership is a title of honor to be conferred upon such person (s) as have rendered distinguished service in the field in which the C.A.R.C. is interested.  Proposals for Lifetime Membership may be submitted at any time by any member in good standing.  Candidates must be submitted in writing with qualifications to the Executive Board.  Within ten (10) days of the Annual Meeting, the Executive Board shall review candidates submitted.  All candidates approved by the Executive Board will be presented to the membership at the Annual Meeting.  All members present at the meeting who are qualified to vote, shall cast a written ballot on each candidate individually.  Each candidate for Lifetime Membership must receive at least two-thirds (2/3) of the ballots cast in his/her favor in order to receive a Lifetime Membership.  Lifetime members will receive their Lifetime Membership awards at the Annual Trophy and Awards Banquet.  Any member who has been elected President of the C.A.R.C. and has faithfully fulfilled his/her duties as President will automatically receive the honor of Lifetime member.  Lifetime members who register with the club as lifetime members are eligible to vote but are not eligible to hold elective office.
(f) Membership in the Honorary, Charter and Lifetime classifications does not preclude the members so named also holding active membership if the requirements of that class are met.  It shall remain optional with each individual whether or not they wish to avail themselves of the added privileges granted Active Memberships.

(g) Auxiliary membership is available to anyone with an interest in the C.A.R.C. Members of this class are not eligible to vote or hold office.

SECTION 3:
OBLIGATIONS

(a) Membership will abide by all rules and regulations of the Club as set forth in the By-Laws and official Rules of Racing Book.

(b) Annual dues and any assessments must be paid in full before being allowed to participate in sanctioned events and before being allowed to participate in any Club activities.

(c) Any member desiring to resign from the Club may do so at any time but there shall be no refund of membership dues.  Members will not be eligible to regain membership for the remainder of the current year.

(d) Active members shall be held responsible for reporting any change of residence as soon as possible to the Secretary of the Club.

(e) Any member failing to report change of address within sixty (60) days, or within fifteen (15) days of the last race date shall relinquish any and all rights, checks and other claims to property pertaining to the Club or sanctioned races.

(f) An active member in good standing is one who has attended twenty-five percent (25%) of all Club activities during the previous year.  Also, one who has no derogatory actions pending, such as fines, suspensions, ect.  Exceptions may be granted at the discretion and by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.  The year begins January 1st and ends December 31st each year.  A sign-in sheet shall be provided.  It will be the responsibility of each member to sign in.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS, MANAGERS AND OFFICIALS

SECTION 1:

ELECTIVE OFFICERS, EXECUTIVE BOARD AND APPOINTED OFFICIALS
(a) The elective officers shall be a President, Vice-President and a Secretary/Treasurer.  Also, a Board of Directors consisting of five (5) active members of which four (4) shall be active modified drivers/owners, with actively participating car and one (1) shall be non-owner/non-driver.  There shall be two (2) alternates for the Board.  Alternates shall be one (1) owner/driver with actively participating car and one (1) non-owner/driver.  These alternates shall attend all meetings of the Board, but will only be allowed to vote when a Board Member of the same standing is absent.  An exception will be made in the event the offices cannot be filled by a qualified member.  A vote of the General Membership shall be asked if such a situation should arise.  An active modified owner and/or driver shall be one that has competed in twenty-five (25%) percent of the previous seasons’ races.
(b) The Executive Board shall be composed of the President, Vice-President, Secretary/Treasurer and the Board of Directors.  Only these eight (8) members of the Executive Board shall be entitled to receive official C.A.R.C. jackets only if they have not received a jacket from a previous term on the Board or can demonstrate a need for a new jacket at the expense of the club.  (Qualified members may purchase jackets at their own expense with their jackets to be designated “Official Club Jackets” which are all red.
(c) The Board of Directors shall be elected for the following terms of office:   Two (2) for the term of two (2) years to rotate on alternate years, Three (3) for the term of one year (1) Thereafter, at every Annual Meeting, there shall be elected three one year (1) Board Members, one (1) two (2) year Board Member.  There shall be two (2) alternates elected for one (1) year terms. The term of office President, Vice-President, and Secretary/Treasurer will be one (1) year.  If a Board Member is removed or resigned then an alternate with the same standing shall move into that position until that position is filled with a special election.
(d) The appointed officials, if required, shall be:

These officials, if necessary may vary in number according to racing conditions.  Requirement and number of officials may vary by approval of the Board of Directors.
(e) The executive Board shall make all appointments of the appointive officials as names in Paragraph (d) above.

(f)   No elective official of this Club may hold office in any other racing organization during his/her term of office in C.A.R.C.

ARTICLE V

ELECTION

SECTION 1:
TIME OF ELECTION AND ELECTIVE VOTE
(a) Officers shall be elected at the Annual Meeting by ballot to serve for a term of one year or two year as dictated by dates of two year term or until their successors are elected and qualified, except as outlined for the Board of Directors in Article IV, Section 1, Paragraph (c).
(b) A plurality vote shall constitute an election.

SECTION 2:
NOMINATION, TERMS AND INSTALLATION
(a) Nominations for office shall be made from the floor during the same meeting at which the election is called.  A primary ballot shall be taken before the general ballot to determine two (2) final candidates for each elective office.  These two (2) shall then be considered the only candidates qualified to be elected to each specific office.

(b) No person shall be eligible to hold an elective office until such time as he/she has been an Active Member for a period of not less than twenty-four (24) consecutive months immediately preceding his/her nomination.  (Refer to Article III, Section 1, Paragraph (d).  An exception may be made in the event the offices cannot be filled by a qualified, twenty-four (24) month Active Member.  A vote of the General Membership shall be asked if such a situation should arise.
(c) There shall be no limit to the number of consecutive terms of office, one may serve so long as he/she is duly nominated and re-elected by the membership as prescribed in Section 1 of this article.  All members of the Executive Board whose terms expire will automatically be up for re-election unless said person declines.

(d) President, Vice-President and Directors shall be installed and shall assume their duties at the next regular meeting following their election.  The Secretary/Treasure’s term of office shall be from January 1st through December 31st of the year following his/her election.  The newly elected Secretary from time of election at the Annual Meeting until January 1st, will assume duties of Trainee-Secretary.  On January 1st he/she will assume duties of the Secretary/Treasurer.  In the event of the preceding Secretary leaving the job for reasons other than an election, the newly elected Secretary will assume duties at time of election.
(e) In case of emergency, all officers and Directors may be retained until the emergency subsides.  
ARTICLE VI

DUTIES OF OFFICERS, DIRECTORS AND OFFICIALS

SECTION 1:
THE PRESIDENT

(a) Shall preside at all meetings of the C.A.R.C.

(b) Shall act as representative of the Club to outside persons and to other organizations at such times as such acts do not conflict with the Club By-Laws or Rules and Regulations.

(c) Shall perform such duties as may be called for and other general duties as are customarily performed by the President of such a Club. 

 (d)
Shall co-sign warrants on the treasury.

SECTION 2:     VICE-PRESIDENT

(a) Shall in the absence of the President, assume the duties of the President. 

(b) Shall perform such other duties as he/she may be called upon to do that are customarily performed by the Vice-President of such a Club.
SECTION 3:
SECRETARY/TREASURER

(a) Shall keep accurate minutes of Regular and Special Meetings of the membership, Executive Board and Board of Directors.

(b) Shall call Special Sessions when necessary.

(c) Shall conduct meetings in the absence of the President and the Vice-President.

(d) Shall keep current mailing lists of the membership of the Club and be responsible for mailing all notices of Regular and Special Meetings.

(e) Shall receive and account for all money due the Club in competitive racing, all monies received by the Gateman for the Hospital Fund, advertising, insurance, fines, ect.

(f) Shall have custody of all Club papers and documents and be responsible for their safekeeping; and shall hold, issue and re-issue all car numbers and keep accurate records of same.

(g) Shall draw and sign all warrants on the treasury.

(h) Shall submit to the membership in writing, an annual financial statement per the close of business for each calendar year.

(i) If requested by a 2/3 majority vote of the general membership, shall arrange for an audit of the Club books to be conducted by an outside, independent agent and make available, a copy of the audit statement to the general membership.

(j) Shall also perform such other duties as may be called upon to do and other general duties as are customarily performed by the Secretary of such a Club.

(k) Shall, in return for faithfully performing such duties, receive from the Club treasury for his/her expenses, an amount mutually agreed upon by Secretary and the Board of Directors of C.A.R.C., not to exceed $500.00 per year.  Payment shall be made annually at the end of Secretary’s term.
SECTION 4:
BOARD OF DIRECTORS
(a) After each annual election, meet and elect a Chairperson who shall act as spokesman for decisions reached by the Board and who shall relay such decisions to the membership.

(b) Have general control of the funds, investments and other property of the Club both real and personal where not otherwise provided for by law.

(c) Be subject to the call of the Secretary as may be required for the fulfillment of their duties.

(d) Keep careful and accurate records of all investments made in behalf of the Club showing original investment and present estimated values.

(e) Prepare and present reports of their meetings at all regular sessions of the General Membership.

(f) Be the deciding factor in enforcing the By-Laws and annual rules of racing as contained in the C.A.R.C Racing Rule Book.
(g) By the 1st of February of each year, present to the Club membership at a regular meeting, the Rules of Racing for the new year.  Said rules shall be binding on the membership as the Rules of racing for the new year, with the Board of Directors making only those changes during the year that are for the good of the Club.

(h) Be responsible for handling protests of automobiles as outlined in the official C.A.R.C. Racing Rules Book.

(i) Three (3) members shall constitute a quorum.

(j) Compensation – No member of the five (5) man Board of Directors shall be entitled to any compensation for acting as a member of the Board of Directors.

SECTION 5: 
EXECUTIVE BOARD
(a) Shall meet at such time and place as may be directed by the President or upon    the request of five (5) Members in good standing.

(b) Shall exercise general supervision over the affairs of the Club during the interim between meetings.  None of its acts shall conflict with action as taken by the Club Membership.

(c) Shall see that the objectives of the organization are accomplished and perform such other duties as are customary by the Executive Committee of such a Club.

(d) Shall jointly and severally sign all withdrawal slips for monies of the Club held in savings or investments accounts.

(e) No member of the Executive Board shall be entitled to any compensation for acting as a member of the Executive Board. (except as noted in Article VI, Sections 3, Para (k) )
SECTION 6:
GENERAL DUTIES OF ALL OFFICERS

(a) All officers shall perform the duties prescribed in “Roberts Rules of Orders”, in addition to those specified in these By-Laws.  They shall deliver to their successors all materials pertaining to their offices within ten (10) days after their releases from office.
ARTICLE VII

MEETING
SECTION 1:
MEETINGS OF THE MEMBERSHIP
(a) The meeting to be known as the “ANNUAL MEETING” shall be held within thirty (30) days of the last race of the season.  Notice of the Annual Meeting must be sent in writing to each and every active member in good standing.

(b) Regular meeting of the membership shall be held each month from October to April inclusive, date/time to be determined by the Executive Board.

(c) Special meetings of the membership or any part of the membership, may be called by the President or upon the request of the Board of Directors.  Special meetings of the membership may be called by the President or upon the request of five (5) members in good standing when such request is presented in writing form.  The Board of Directors shall then determine the date, time and place of the requested meetings.  The meeting must be called within forty-five (45) days from the time request is presented.
(d) Fifteen (15) Active Members shall constitute a quorum at a meeting of the Membership, including the Executive Board.

(e) In case of National or Local calamity, the Executive Board may dispense with meetings as long as necessary.
(f) A “rules” meeting will be held in October.  Qualified car owners only, may submit changes and vote on rules for the coming year.  NOTE: See Car Rules for specific requirements

(g) A “payoff” meeting will be held in February.  Qualified car owners only, may suggest and vote on changes in payoff for the coming year 

(h) A qualified car owner is one who has registered and produced a car that has been qualified at least twenty-five 25% percent of the time during the past C.A.R.C. sanctioned point season.  Registered owners will be entitled to one vote only regardless of the amount of cars registered.

SECTION 2:
MEETING OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD
(a)   The Executive Board shall meet during the first week following the annual meeting of the membership at which time they shall decide upon the budget for the ensuing year and also appoint such committees as may be necessary.

(b) They shall hold regular monthly meetings on such regular days  as they may decide.

(c) They shall hold special Executive Board meetings when called by the President, or upon the request of five (5) members in good standing.

SECTION 3:
MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
(a) The Board of Direcotrs shall meet the first week following the Annual        Meeting of the membership at which time they shall elect their Chairperson for the ensuing year.

(b) They shall hold regular monthly meetings on such regular days as they may decide.
(c) They shall hold special meetings upon the call of the Secretary of the Club.

(d) When a tie vote occurs during a meeting of the Board of Directors, which constitutes a vote to break the tie, the following Officers will be eligible to vote in the following order:  Vice-President, Secretary, President.

ARTICLE VIII

PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

SECTION 1:
METHOD OF FILLING VACANCIES
(a) All vacancies occurring on the Executive Board shall be filled by election of the membership at the next regular meeting after said vacancy has occurred.

(b) Vacancies may be filled by an election held at a Special meeting providing notice of the meeting is given in writing.

(c) Officers elected to fill vacancies shall serve for the remainder of the unexpired term of the office they fill.

ARTICLE IX

COMMITTEES

SECTION 1:
SPECIAL COMMITTEES
(a) Special committees shall be appointed from time to time as necessary at the    discretion of the President or the Executive Board.

ARTICLE X
CONDUCT OF RACE MEETS

All rules and regulations governing the requirements for, and conduct of, actual race meets sanctioned by the C.A.R.C. shall be set forth in a publication known as the Official C.A.R.C. Racing Rule Book.  Said publication may be revised annually as directed by the Board of Directors and the Active Members.  Changes in The Official C.A.R.C. Racing Rule Book shall be made by a majority vote of the Active Members.

ARTICLE XI

CAR REGISTRATION AND ASSIGNMENT OF NUMBERS

SECTION 1:
(a) Numbers will be registered on each car.  New cars joining the Club which have numbers conflicting with those already issued will be issued numbers which do not conflict.
(b) Registration fee shall be set in Rules of Racing Book.
(c) Numbers are the property of the car owner and must be retained in his/her name so long as registered to him/her.

(d) Whenever a car is sold, the owner must return the registered number to the Gateman (Secretary) unless said number to be re-used within the allotted time, by the initial holder.

(e) Numbers shall be re-issued or transferred to new owners only upon the approval of the Gateman (secretary).

(f) An Active Modified Owner shall have first rights to the number the Active Modified Owner registered for the previous race season.  The number shall become available on a first come first serve basis if the previous owner has not registered the number by March 1st of the new race season.

(g) Once your number has been purchased it is yours for the race year.     
            NO EXCEPTIONS.

ARTICLE XII

BILLS AGAINST THE CLUB

SECTION 1:
PAYMENT

(a) A Minimum of three (3) members of the Executive Board will be designated in writing to have checking signing authority.
(b) “No order for payment of bills against the Club will be signed by designated signer until such bills have been approved by a majority vote of the Executive Board”

(c) If Payment is made without approval of the Executive Board, the signer(s) will assume full responsibility if said payment is ruled against by the Executive Board.  The signers must reimburse the Club within ten (10) days of the directive from the Board.

(d) “All checks over $300 must be signed by any two Executive Board members designated to sign checks”

ARTICLE XIII

PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

The manual “Robert’s Rules of Order” revised current edition, shall govern the processing’s of this organization when not herein otherwise provided for and providing there is no conflict with State Laws.

ARTICLE XIV

AMENDMENT OF THE BY-LAWS

SECTION 1:
PROCEDURE

(a) The By-Laws of the C.A.R.C., Inc., may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of members in attendance at any Regular Meeting provided that the proposed amendment was submitted in writing and read at the previous Regular Meeting, not to have been held at an interval of less than thirty (30) days prior to said vote being taken.
SECTION 2:
FORM 

(a) Whenever a general revision of the By-Laws is made the general form of these By-Laws must be followed.

(b) Proposed amendments to these By-Laws must each be accompanied by the following form:
